Before �co-founding a juvenile justice legal organization in Louisiana, �Gabriella worked in various roles, including conducting applied �research, evaluation and technical assistance for foundations, nonprofit �and government agencies, focusing on vulnerable children. Her early �experiences include working with mentally ill teenagers, developing a �restorative justice program for court-involved youth and working with �families in crisis. Ohio has an agreement with 
Centers for Medicaid Services (CMS)
It governs how Ohio administers its Medicaid and CHIP 

programs.
It gives an assurance that Ohio will abide by Federal 

rules and can claim Federal matching funds for its 
program activities.

State Plan Amendment for Lead 
Safe Housing

• Leverages up to $5 million a year in new funding through the CHIP 
Health Services Initiative Funding.

• Provides greater opportunity for Ohio families to identify lead-safe 
homes when looking for a place to live.

• Program for lead hazard control in homes where children and 
families live.

• Requires lead-safe maintenance practices and whole house 
clearance be performed in residential rental units before listing on 
the “Lead-Safe Housing Registry”.
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Lead Safe Housing

• Activities will be statewide, in eligible homes 
with existing identified lead hazards in both 
Urban and Rural areas of the state.

Partnership Expansion

 ODM and ODH expanded its partnership to 
include lead hazard control funding

 State Children’s Health Insurance Plan funding
 Health Services Initiative (HSI) 
 State Plan Amendment (SPA) submission to CMS
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Medicaid Funded Lead Abatement

What is a health services initiative? 
States have the option to develop a state-
designed Health Services Initiatives (HSI) to 
improve the health of low-income children.

SCHIP Program

 $5 million per year for FY 18,19,20,21 for two 
specific projects 

 Project 1 – Lead Abatement Activities
 Project 2 – Lead-Safe Rental Registry
 Required legislation approval for match 

funding and language for rental registry
 Approved in the state budget bill



Project 1 – Phase 1

 Conduct lead hazard control on properties 
 $50,000 maximum per property; $20,000 with 

regional projects
 A statewide project – all 88 counties included
 Target properties with lead hazard control orders



Eligibility

The property must be occupied or visited 
more than 6 hours per week by a Medicaid 
eligible child under 19 years of age or 
pregnant woman 



Conditions of Enrollment
 Constructed prior to 1978 as verified by the county auditor’s records; 
 Covered by homeowner’s insurance with copies of the policy 

submitted as proof; ELIMINATED 
 Covered by flood insurance if the property is in a flood plain; 
 Current on all property taxes or have a tax payment plan in place.



Lead Abatement Activities
 Lead-based paint, dust, and soil remediation 

including door and window treatments and 
replacement, floor treatments, paint removal, 
paint stabilization/repainting, encapsulation, 
enclosure, specialized cleaning, soil replacement 
or covering. 

When water is identified as a possible source of 
lead exposure a faucet water filter rated to 
effectively to remove lead will be provided.

Project 2 – Lead Safe Rental Registry
 Established in the Budget Bill
 Voluntary for rental property owners
 Properties eligible for registration
 Built after 1978
 Built before 1978 
 Lead inspection conducted by a lead inspector or lead risk 

assessor shows no lead-based paint
 Subject to a lead hazard control order with a passing clearance 

examination conducted within the past year (required)
 Completion of the prescribed visual assessment, rental 

maintenance practices and passage of a cleaning verification.



SPA Revision July 2019

 Eliminated requirement for rental property 
owner contribution and homeowner’s insurance

 Included fixtures and indoor plumbing when 
water has been tested and found to have lead

 Also allows for the purchase of water filters
 Includes training for community health workers

 Extensive pipeline of participants
 Shortage of lead abatement contractors
 Quality of the lead abatement work
 Red tape with contracts
 Possible COVID related issues such as 

materials shortage and increase prices

• 2 mos paychecks, employment verification, bank statements, birth

LI/RA -  Conduct lead inspection/risk assessment for enrollees – UNLESS it has already been done through a public health investigation for an EBL child, and lead orders have 	been issued on the property. COVID-19 has made this more complicated, but we’ve been following the guidance of local boards of health and ODH for 	conducting in-home inspections. Key points are to ask the participants to be out of the home during the assessment, open windows for ventilation, and giving 	us time to do a thorough inspection. Geared right up with PPE, including N95 mask, Tyvek suit, gloves, keeping all instruments on my person. Interviews about 	building and construction history and where the children spend their time, which rooms they sleep in, done over the phone or at a safe distance – yelling at 	each other on the front porch.

Put together a work plan based on the Risk Assessment, come up with preliminary plan and get review from the State Historic Preservation Office, incorporate any feedback from ODH and finalize the scope of work, preference for full hazard abatement when possible.

Our program manager and spec writer have been working with local contractors to build up the contractor pool and make sure they have all their ducks in a row to be able to bid on the work. Award the most reasonable and responsible bid with approval from ODH.

Conduct the clearance exam to ensure no hazards are present and all work has been done to spec, allow family to return to the dwelling. Work with the owner and residents to go over any monitoring or maintenance required, highlight any lead based paint components that are intact and need to be monitored for future hazards, how to do specialized cleaning and proper maintenance to keep the dwelling lead-safe.  If it’s a rental property, get the property owner to add the property to the Ohio lead safe rental registry.

For households that are eligible for other programs we want to connect them with things like weatherization, accessibility modifications, emergency home repairs.

Finally, we want to help provide lead poisoning prevention education and awareness both for participants and for the community at large through our Innovation Center. Our vision is to be a community resource that can expand awareness about all kinds of different environmental health and housing related health issues, for different stakeholder groups. For example, we’re working with a service learning cohort made up of medical students from the UC College of Medicine to help develop educational programming, both in-person and virtual formats, that could be a value-add for families who participate in this grant program, and would be informative for ANYONE who lives in a dwelling built before in1978. We want to support and expand the existing efforts of our local boards of health and even our local water utility to bridge some of the gaps among organizations and sectors who are all working toward the same goal, which is preventing lead poisoning (health depts, water works, local children’s hospitals, child care centers, other nonprofits orgs, etc. This grant program is a perfect partnership that lets us play a role in lead abatement and lead poisoning prevention directly, in the homes of low-income families. But it’s a part of our broader goal of combining service delivery with awareness and education to better serve our community.
